Option 1:

Come up with your own realistic problem that would be solved by a group (pretend you’re a company, etc.) 

Option 2: 

Select problem from the list below:

a.) Effectively raising money for Medaille College

b.) Decrease poverty in Buffalo

c.) Get Buffalo thriving again (lower taxes, businesses, jobs, etc)

d.) encouraging safe sex practices/decreasing teen pregnancy
e.) Make changes to what courses should be required

f.) Decrease childhood obesity

g.) Ensure campus safety (crime, Virginia Tech, student-faculty relationships, etc)

Details: 

· Your group needs a minimum of 3 outside sources. 

· Each group member must contribute and speak! 

· The group should turn in a brief TYPED report of problem-solution. (1 per group)

· You will also turn in an individual report: good things and problems had working within the group, grade for each of your group members (with an explanation), did a leader emerge? Was s/he selected or did it happen naturally? How did s/he lead?

Your group will present the issue and the best solution.  

· What is the issue and its history?

· Why is it important?

· How did the group find a solution?

· What is the solution? 

· How will you put it into action and how will it work? 

· Why is it the best? 

· How will you address those who oppose your solution and what potential problem do you foresee?

Each group will have 3-5 people.
